Globalization, Regional Security, and the New Economies in East Asia

The ever increasing integration of geographical regions and diverse cultures through trade,
migration flows, mobility of capital and labour, tourism, transnationalism, and cultural diffusion
have created a multiplicity of reality that is best summed up as plural globalities in multiple
localities. The complex interaction between local and global forces generates diverse phenomena
and consequences for populations and countries across geographical and national boundaries.
What are the short-term and long-term impacts of the September 2001 New York tragedy on
East Asian economies and regional securities? What can we expect when China becomes a
member of the World Trade Organization? Is the on-going economic stagnation in Japan a likely
de-stabilizing factor for trade and development in Asia? How does the recent decline in the
electronic and computer industry in Taiwan affect the flow of Asian investments to Asia and
North America? What is the likely long-term situation of illegal PRC-Chinese immigration to
Asian countries and North America? Is the recent alarm about the growth of AIDS in China an
over-reaction or is it going to be the major burden of health care in East Asia in the next decade?
Is Hong Kong a dying economy to be replaced by Shanghai? What roles do North and South
Koreas play in the changing configuration of global production and consumption? This
workshop aims at bringing together a group of informed scholars, graduate students, and
interested public to engage in a discussion of the fast changing political, social and economic
situations in East Asian countries and the complex ramifications for regional security and
economic development.

Professor Michael Donnelly (Asian Institute, Toronto), Professor Bernard Frolic (Joint Centre of
Asia Pacific Studies, York/Toronto), Dr Satoshi Ikeda (Alberta), Professor Ronald Keith
(Calgary), Dr. Yuen Pau Woo (Asia Pacific Foundation of Canada), and Dr. Yu Zhou (Vassar
College, USA).

Wen-hui Tsai’s book Class Struggle and Deviant Labeling in Mao's China: Becoming Enemies
of the People was published by Edwin Mellen of New York, 296 pages, in November 2001.



Lihua Wang recently completed her policy evaluation of "Happiness (Xing Fu) Project" in
China. Supported by the Institute of International Education, she conducted her fieldwork in
China in June, 2001. Her research is designed to evaluate government poverty reduction policies
through studying the Happiness Project that was implemented in 1995. She selected two villages
with different outcomes in implementing the Happiness Project in Xuanhan County, Sichuan
Province. Two important discoveries in her research include the changes in official population
control strategy and a two-fold agenda of the Happiness Project. Since the 1990s, the key
element of official population control has shifted from an administrative orientation to a
"service" oriented policy. The slogan "Three Integrations" (san jie he) suggests the major change
in official strategy. Guided by the "Three Integrations", the National Population Planing
Commission and other official organizations have implemented the Happiness Project as an
example of the new policy. As a result, the Happiness Project pursues a two-fold agenda.
Although the Project targets rural women in poverty, the poorest women and middle-aged
women in the village did not benefit from the official program. Since the Project is focused on
one child policy and the participants' capability of returning their loans to the village, educational
level and age have become primary criteria in the official selection process. If you are interested
in her research please email her at l.wang@neu.edu.
